Jurors will
receive mileage and, unless they are federal government employees, an
attendance fee for each day of service.

In order for us to obtain some information about you from which
we can objectively determine whether you are qualified to serve
pursuant to federal law, please complete the questionnaire on the
reverse side of this form. You must answer every question, sign, date

and return the form in the enclosed envelope within ten days.

By answering this
question you help the federal court check and observe the juror
selection process so that discrimination cannot occur. In this
way, the federal court can fulfill the policy of the United States,
which is to provide jurors who are randomly selected from a fair

cross section of the community.

Question 13 - OCCUPATION. Federal law requires that you
answer the questions about your occupation so that the Federal
Courts may determine promptly whether you fall within an

excuse or exemption category (See Questions 9 and 14).

Question 14 - GROUNDS FOR EXCUSE. If one of the categories

listed in Question 14 applies to you and you wish to be excused
for that reason. fill in completely the circle for your category at
Question 14.
